Teacher says: Look down at number 6.  Find the word cleanest.  My room
is the cleanest it has been in a long time.  Cleanest.

Teacher says: Look down at number 7.  Find the word sleeping.  The baby
is sleeping in her bed.  Sleeping.

Teacher says: Look down at number 8.  Find the word teachers.  Our new
teachers are very nice.  Teachers.

Teacher says: Look at Sample C on page 2.  The words in Sample C are
wasn’t, won’t, weren’t.  These words are a shortened form
of two other words.  I will say two words and use them in
a sentence.  You must find the word that is the shortened
form of the two words I say.  The word is was not.  I was
not outside last night.
